Math Support Suggestions

Review your 6th graders math assignment every night.  Even if they complete it at school, have them bring it home to show you.  Randomly check specific questions for accuracy.   This is an easy way to keep you in the loop on what we are studying in class.

Review math questions that were marked wrong on previous assignments.  Be sure that your child understands why they were marked incorrect to insure future success on tests/quizzes. 

Success in sixth grade math will be greatly enhanced for students that are proficient with addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division facts.  This knowledge is an asset for successful completion of daily assignments and tests.  Buy or create your own flashcards to check to see if your child knows their basic math facts.  Encourage self quizzing where they create two piles of cards.  One pile of facts they know; another pile of facts they need to work on more.  Make this a fun game for your family.  Be sure to spend a short segment of time (5 – 10 minutes) on this activity so that it does not become a chore or battle ground for anyone.  Another really good resource is on www.thatquiz.org  We have used this site in class, so your child could easily give you a tour and show you how they use it. 

Use a calculator as a last resort.  Be sure your child knows the mathematical process and doesn’t rely solely on a calculator as a crutch.

If you use math in your career or home, show them the value of learning it now.  A great example could be when you pay your household bills or balance your check book.  Consider opening up a savings account in their name and allow them to keep track of their own deposits.    

Review math in a fun way.  For example, allow your child to have a friend over from their class to study for tests/quizzes.  Make up a review game (order pizza – just an idea) for all to benefit and enjoy.

A review will be given after completion of each chapter. Students are encouraged to study all of their assignments, quizzes, activities, textbook explanations, review their unit targets, etc. carefully to be sure they have mastered all the concepts taught.  

General Homework suggestions:

Together decide on a good place and time to complete homework.  Be sure the location has good lighting and is reasonably free from distractions.  Experiment to find the best time to complete homework.  Some students work best right after school; others work best after dinner.  If possible, avoid completing homework twenty minutes before bedtime.

It is always nice to know what your child is studying in school.  Look through your child’s student planner to see what homework they are responsible to complete and due dates.  (This makes good dinner conversation, too.)

Check Infinite Campus regularly for updated grades.
